New options being considered for Pukaki Lookout andoilets

Following discussions with the Mayor and CEO, eieity generator Meridian Energy has
offered to contribute $17,000 to the cost of theergly completed upgrade of the Pukaki
Toilets. The SOE has offered to commence discossiath Council over the next few months
to try and achieve a more commercially sustainaoi@ngement for the operation and
maintenance of these facilities.

The Council, concerned about the ongoing ratingiireqnent to maintain these facilities had
proposed to introduce a partial user-pays modettHerPukaki Toilets. Meridian has asked
that that not be implemented until the outcome ld proposed discussions has been
determined.

Impact of new values debated

As a result of the new valuation of the Distrid¢te tCouncil has reassessed the 18 indicator
properties that it uses to assess the rating ingdats budgetary decisions. Some adjustments
to the properties were required following the reraéibn process and the amount of growth in

the District.

In each of the three townships, the Council trabksimpact of its rating decisions upon a mid-
value section and houses at th&' 150" & 85" percentiles. In the rural area, it monitors the
impact upon rural sections, a mid-valued rural ouisestyle block and small, mid-size and
large farms.

The median valued house in Fairlie has moved fromalaation of $85,000 to $180,000
whereas in Tekapo, a similar property has movenh {245,000 to $400,000. The new mid-
valued house in Twizel has a capital value of $1@0,compared with the $116,000 figure
used previously.

In the rural area, a lifestyle block has moved fi$h75,000 to $295,000, whereas a mid-sized
farm has moved from $910,000 to $1.5million.

Councillors were, however, quick to refute the camnmmisconception that a significant

increase in the valuation of the property is raéddn a similarly large jump in rates. This is
simply not so and the Council will be reviewing lgets carefully to see that the impacts on
individual ratepayers are well controlled.

Consultation set to begin on revised Bylaw

The Council has revised its Bylaw controlling HawgseMobile or Travelling Shops and
Itinerant Traders. This is one of a number of Bidahat the Council proposes to revise over
the next twelve months. Details of the Bylaw Wik available from Council offices and
libraries shortly and on Council’'s website. Sulsiaas close on 16 April 2007.
